Originally installed in-situ within the Hill End township, the structure moves between physical explorations

of space and design, while referencing traditional architectural drawing conventions of line and scale and historic heritage.
Heritage serves as a reminder of the (European) history in the region, paying tribute to the unique

19th century architecture of the area. The form of the work — a simple unfilled house frame —

underlines what used to be; the cottages and their inhabitants now long gone.

Peephole, monocular, mirror and wood

The work consisted of a peephole in the wall of a building that was to be demolished to make room

for a wider street in central Trondheim. Peeping through the hole, one expected to see the interior of the building,
but instead looked straight through into the backyard — as if the rest of the building had already been removed.
